31. There was significant discussion of the implications of changes to EN 300 328.

32. Tim Harrington recommended participation in the May meeting of ETSI re: EN 300 328.

33. Shusaku Shimada presented the material referenced above regarding the Japanese regulatory environment. Mr. Shimada reported on pending changes and possible future evolution of the 950 MHz rules in Japan.
34. Mr. Shimada reported that discussions regarding issues similar to those in ETSI regarding EN 300 328 are taking place in Japan.
