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802.22 Liaison Report to 802.18
We are still working to resolve comments on our second Letter Ballot.

Ad-hoc groups (PHY, MAC, cognitive, system, TG2) have been meeting during this session to resolve the specific comments relating to the group’s section of Draft 2.0.

The results of the newest comment ballot are that 85% of the comments received approval.  This round approved 154 comments.  Our hope is to launch a new Letter Ballot at the end of this session.

We held officer elections at the mid-week plenary.  Our current (or past) chairman could no longer serve since he lost his sponsor’s support.  We had only one candidate for the new chair.  Apurva Mody, from BAE Systems, has been elected the new Chairman.  Gerald Chouinard, from CRC, was re-elected to continue serving at the Vice-Chairman.


PHY has total 106 TR/T comments. Before the start of the March meeting, there are still 12 comments outstanding and to be discussed/resolved.  Specific remaining issues yet to be resolved are: 

1. Interface Spec between Non-Integrated Antenna And CPE 
2. CPE Requirement on center frequency and symbol clock frequency tolerance
3. PAPR for Different Modulation 
4. Power Control
5. RSSI and CINR definition
6. Subcarrier Mapping

7. Bit Interleaving
Coexistence group has received total 84 TR/T comments. Up to now, all 84 TR/T comments have been reviewed. The status is summarized as follows:
