8. The Chair reviewed agenda including the list of future sessions.

9. The Chair opened the issue of the FCC Harmful Interference filing by the IEEE USA. Rich Kennedy, RIM, indicated that 802.11 may want to file comments regarding the IEEE USA filing. The discussion was added to the agenda for Thursday AM1, with the expectation that 802.11 would bring a proposal.
10. The Chair encouraged people to read the IEEE USA filing a come prepared to comment.

11. The Chair brought up the issue of the FCC/FDA discussion (FCC ET-10-120), which will occur during the FCC meeting on July 26-27 at the FCC, for those interested.

12. The Chair referred members to 18-10-0035-00-0000-amendment-of-wcs-2-3-ghz-rules.doc, regarding changes to the spectrum allocation.
