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802.22 Liaison Report to 802.18
We are working to resolve comments on our third Letter Ballot.  The total number of comments received is 725.
Ad-hoc groups (PHY, MAC, cognitive, system, coexistence, TG2) have been meeting during this session to resolve the specific comments relating to the group’s section of Draft 3.0.

The results of the newest confirmation ballot are that 100% of the comments received approval.  This round approved 229 comments.  Our hope is to reach a high percentage of approval on the draft in order to go to Sponsor Ballot.
We held officer elections for TG1 & TG2 at the mid-week plenary.  Greg Buchwald, from Motorola, was re-confirmed as Chairman of TG1.  I was re-confirmed as Chairman of TG2.  Jason Li, from WiLAN, was elected to serve at the Vice-Chairman of TG2.
We spent time updating text in ITU document R07-WP5A-100510-TD-0224!!MSW-E[1] that refers to the work going on in 802.22.

We are submitting PAR extension forms for both the main standard project and the recommended practice.

802.22.1 (wireless mic beacon) is going to be sent to the EC for approval to be forwarded to RevCom for standard approval.

802.22.2 (recommended practice) hopes to launch its first Letter Ballot at the end of this July Session.


Some of the PHY issues that were discussed include:
· Pilot index and pattern.

· Upstream subcarrier allocation.

· Transmit power control equation.

· FEC modes

· EIRP accuracy

· Channel prioritization at the BS using CPE antenna gain/efficiency with frequency.

We reviewed text for a proposed terrestrial geolocation technique.

OfCom presented their geolocation update.
