10. The Chair returned to the agenda.

11. The Chair began the discussion on the receiver standards issue with the IEEE USA relative to the filing on the receiver standards issue.

12. The Chair discussed the issue with Dan Lubar, IEEE USA Committee on Commuications Policy Vice Chair, the IEEE USA regulatory body and is working for better coordination of inputs.
13. The Chair moved to New Business, beginning with the TV White Spaces (TVWS), specifically with the work being done in CTEL as an informational review.

14. The Canadian approach to TVWS is included in the CTEL document. The Chair reviewed the content related to the Canadian approach.
15. The Chair moved to the upcoming FCC meeting, Thursday, September 23, 2010, which includes as part of its currently published agenda the TV White Spaces Second Memorandum Opinion and Order. The Chair pointed out that the agenda could be changed up until the day of the meeting.
16. The Chair brought up the next issue, a joint submission to ITU-R WP5A re: 60 GHz from 802.11 and 802.15. It is expected to be discussed Thursday AM2.
17. The Chair indicated that 802.16 will provide submissions to the October ITU-R WP 5D IMT-Advanced process for review by the RR-TAG.

18. The Chair next addressed FCC GN Docket No. 10-159, FCC-10-148A1 which includes questions related to the definition of Advanced Telecommunications Capability. Jim Ragsdale, Ericsson, offered to undertake drafting comments.
19. The Chair pointed out that any submission would have to go out for an EC ballot.
20. The Chair next moved to WT Docket No. 10-153, FCC-10-146A1, which is a NPRM and NOI  related to removing regulatory barriers to the use of spectrum for wireless backhaul.

21. Peter Ecclesine, Cisco, volunteered to undertake drafting comments related to this proceeding.

22. The Chair asked for any other topics that might be added.

23. Richard Kennedy, RIM, brought up the issue of WiFi Direct and the use of the 5 GHz bands. John Barr and Peter Ecclesine brought up the .11ad amendment, which may include peer to peer related amendments which could be problematic when applied to the 5 GHz band, since the peer to peer devices may not sense radars properly.
24. Peter Ecclesine suggested that the RR-TAG create a tutorial on the issue of software upgradeable radios at the November 2010 plenary. The Chair said he would consider the suggestion.

26. The Chair called the meeting to order at 8:00 AM.
27. The Vice Chair reminded members to log in and record their attendance.
