The meeting addresses inputs to FCC 10-200, Notice of Inquiry Next Generation 911 Deployment.

8. The Chair approinted Peter Ecclesine as acting liaison in Richard Kennedy’s place with voting rights for this meeting.

9. The Vice Chair declared that there was now a quorum.
