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These are the minutes of IEEE 802.18 Telephone Conference Call held on February 8, 2011.

The meeting addresses IEEE 802.22’s request to submit a letter to the spectrum regulatory agency within the government of India endorsing the proposal submitted by TICET, IIT Bombay towards the ongoing NFAP revision / review process in India for the 470 – 698 MHz band.
The Chair of IEEE 802.22 uploaded the draft document, IEEE 802.22-11/21r3, to the IEEE 802.22 section of IEEE Mentor on February 8, 2011.  Previous drafts were made available over several days preceding this telecon.

Tuesday, February 8, 2011, 3 PM CST.

1. The Chair called the meeting to order at 1:06 PM CST. 

2. The Vice Chair asked attendees to email the Chair and Vice Chair their name and affiliation to establish attendance.

3. The Chair established that a quorum is present on the call. 

4. Apurva Mody, BAE Systems, summarized the purpose of the letter in doc 802.22-11/21r3, and read through the letter for those present.

5. There was general discussion of the letter and the overall purpose of the communication, as well as the appropriateness of the hyperlinks included.

6. Some conversation occurred relative to the reference in the letter to unlicensed spectrum.

7. The Chair uploaded ITU-R PDNR LMS.CRS as 18-11/19r0. This document relates to cognitive radio in the land mobile services.

8. Vijay Auluck, Intel, asked about the appropriateness of the letter since there is no formal consultation in the public record related to the rulemaking proceeding. The Chair suggested that this is similar to a letter to the Indian regulatory staff prior to a formal proceeding, similar to an ex parte filing to the Federal Communications Comission in the U.S.A.

9. The Chair clarified that our letter of support would be sent to the Indian Institute of Technology (IIT) who would in turn submit the letter to the appropriate Indian governmental body.

10. Apurva Mody agreed to edit the subject document per the discussion today and upload it to the IEEE 802.22 section of IEEE Mentor, and agreed to work with the Chair to approach the chairs of other IEEE 802 Work Groups to explain the letter, get their input and agreement. The Chair agreed to upload the updated document to the IEEE 802.18 section when the edits are complete.

11. We will reconvene the review at a future date after all of the above actions have been satisfactorily completed.
