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These are the minutes of IEEE 802.18 Telephone Conference Call held on February 18, 2011.

The meeting addresses IEEE 802.22’s request to submit a letter to the spectrum regulatory agency within the government of India endorsing the proposal submitted by TICET, IIT Bombay towards the ongoing NFAP revision / review process in India for the 470 – 698 MHz band.
Apurva Mody, BAE Systems, Chair of IEEE 802.22, uploaded the draft document, IEEE 802.22-11/21r5, to the IEEE 802.22 section of IEEE Mentor on February 17, 2011.  Previous revisions were made in consultation with various parties, including Roger Marks, WiMAX Forum, Chair of IEEE 802.16.

Friday, February 18, 2011, 1 PM CST.

1. In the Chair’s absence, per the Chair’s direction prior to the meeting, the Vice Chair called the meeting to order at 1:06 PM CST. 

2. The Vice Chair asked attendees to email the Chair and Vice Chair their name and affiliation to establish attendance.

3. Apurva Mody, BAE Systems, summarized the purpose of the letter in doc 802.22-11/21r5.

4. Peter Ecclesine, Cisco Systems, reminded the group that 802.11 would be working through 802.18 to submit a position on spectrum allocations to the Indian regulatory, and would not be endorsing the IIT submission specifically.
5. Apurva Mody began reading through the letter.

6. Winston Caldwell, Fox Entertainment, offered some edits. There was some discussion about the content. The document was edited based on Winston’s comments.
7. Apurva continued throught the letter. Winston Caldwell offered more editorial changes.

8. Peter Ecclesine clarified some of the background to related to one sentence endorsing licence exempt operation. Roger Marks, WiMAX Forum, commented that he had no objection to the sentence. There was continued discussion about this point among several parties on the call.

9. The Chair joined the meeting at this point.

10. There was further discussion related to the licensed vs license exempt point and the level of advocacy of various IEEE 802 wireless groups relative to the letter.

11. There was additional discussion about the text. More edits were discussed and agreed to.

12. The following motion was made:
