Monday, July18, 2011, PM1

1. The Chair called the meeting to order at 1:30 PM. 
2. The Vice Chair reminded the members to record their attendance.

3. The Chair reminded members about the cell phone courtesy policy.

4. The Chair reminded members of the anti-trust provisions of IEEE 802. 
5. The Chair asked the Patent questions as per the IEEE requirements.

6. The Vice Chair confirmed that the requirements for quorum were met.
7. The current agenda is document 18-11/47r0.

11. The Chair reviewed 18-11/49r0.

12. The Chair reviewed 18-11/52r0 related to a Preliminary Draft New Resolution (PDNR) regarding Cognitive Radio Systems (CRS) created by WP 1B.

13. There was some discussion of the background of the PDNR, and the relationship with the outcome of WRC-12. It was pointed out that WP 1B does not meet again until June 2012.

14. The Chair reviewed 18-11/51r0, Draft New Question ITU-R [PWRGRD]/1, WP 1A.
15. There was some discusson on the question of what is meant by “power grid”. The answer was found in the footnotes to the document.

16. There was some additional discussion about the scope of the question.

17. The Chair reviewed 18-11/55r0, PDNR ITU-R M.[LMS.WASN STUDY] in WP 5A.  This document includes some edits from 802.16. IEEE 802.15 has expressed interest in contributing to this document.
18. The Chair reviewed 18-11/57r0, PDNR ITU-R M.[LMS.WASN], from WP 5A.
19. The Chair reviewed 18-11/56r0, Liaison Report on QUALITY OF SERVICE REQUIREMENTS AND OBJECTIVES FOR WIRELESS ACCESS SYSTEMS, from WP 5A. The Chair agreed to upload the draft PDNR to the 802.18 section of Mentor.
20.  The Chair asked if there were any more things to discuss.

21. The Chair recessed the meeting at 2:53 PM to independent study until Tuesday AM1, at 8:30 AM.

31. The Spectrum for Innovation Act of 2011 would expand the 5 GHz U-NII spectrum to include 5350-5470 MHz and 5850-5925 MHz.

32. Spectrum Innovation Act of 2011, a Republican Party sponsored bill, proposes a system of creating unlicensed spectrum using a system of competitive bidding. Any spectrum made available for commercial use must be made available by using an auction methodology.

33. Richard Kennedy agreed to upload the text of both bills to the .18 section of IEEE Mentor. The text of these documents is available on publicly accessible web sites.

34. There were various comments about the bills and the implications for the market related to unlicensed operations.

35. Richard Kennedy is going to edit the document and upload it as 18-11/59r1.

36. The Vice Chair reported that no inputs have been received relating to the ITU-R documents from 802.11 or 802.15.
