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These are the minutes of IEEE 802.18 meeting held at the Hyatt Regency in Jacksonville, FL, January 16-19, 2012.

Note: The RR-TAG Vice Chair, John Notor, served as acting chair for this meeting, herein after referred to as the Chair.
Monday, January 16, 2012, PM1

1. The Chair called the meeting to order at 1:30 PM. 
2. The Chair reminded the members to record their attendance.

3. The Chair reminded members about the cell phone courtesy policy.

4. The Chair reminded members of the anti-trust provisions of IEEE 802. 
5. The Chair asked the Patent questions as per the IEEE requirements.

6. The Chair reviewed future IEEE 802 sessions and venues. There was an exchange of views about future venues outside North America.There was discussion about the lack of venues outside of the US and Canada in the foreseeable future.

7. The current agenda is document 18-11/98r10.

8. The Chair reviewed the agenda, which was amended in the ensuing discussion.

9. The minutes of the November 2011 Atlanta meeting were reviewed.  A motion to approve the minutes was made.

10. The Chair returned to the agenda.

11. The Chair reviewed 18-11/97r0, the FCC R&O for medical devices in the 413-457 MHz band.

12. There were no comments related to this document.

13. The Chair then presented 18-11/101r0, rule changes to 433 MHz RFID devices proposed by Lockheed Martin. The Chair noted that the proceeding was announced by a public notice, and comments are due this week. Michael McInnis, Boeing, Chair of the 802.15.4f RFID Task Group is planning to submit comment text to the RR-TAG this week on this document.

14. The Chair moved on to 18-11/103r0, FCC OET Seeks Comment on Requests for Waiver of Section 15.712(b) to Register Certain TV Receive Sites in the TV Bands Database. The Chair noted that Apurva Mody, BAE Systems, Chair of IEEE 802.22, thought that he would be able to pull a group together to make comments. Vijay Auluck suggested that Rich Kennedy, Research In Motion, Chair of the IEEE 802.11af task group, might be interested in making comments as well.

15. The Chair moved on to 18-12/002r0, FCC NPRM/R&O related to radiolocation in the 78-81 GHz band. The discussion centered around identifying who might be interested in commenting on this proceeding. No group was identified, so the Chair moved on.

16. The Chair next discussed Liaison to ITU-R SG 1 SG 5 on Narrowband Wireless Home Networking - ITU-T, 18-11/95r0. The concern expressed in the discussion is whether these documents impact IEEE 802 wireless groups, and what could we do to make changes if needed.

17. The Chair then moved on to 18-11/96r0, Liaison to Ext Orgs on WASN Systems - ITU-R WP 5A. The Chair pointed out that these documents are at a very mature point, and it may not be possible for IEEE 802 to submit changes to the documents.

18. The Chair moved on to 18-11/79r0 Annex 1, Update on ITU-R Question 236/1, features of wireless power grid management systems. The Chair reviewed the document and stated that he did not have any additional information to contribute to the discussion. He hoped that Michael Lynch would have additional insight after returning from Geneva.

19. The Chair moved on to 18-11/102r0, Frequency ranges for global or regional harmonization of short range devices, ITU-R SM.1896. The Chair commented that the document is generic, there were no comments with respect to this ITU-R publication.
20. The Chair recessed the meeting at 2:54 PM until Monday PM2.

Monday, January 16, 2012, PM2

21. The Chair called the meeting to order at 4:00 PM. 
22. The Chair reminded the members to record their attendance.
23. The Chair turned the meeting over to Richard Kennedy, Research in Motion, to present updates on various regulatory issues.

24. Rich Kennedy presented document 18-12/03r1, Regulatory Updates and Issues.

25. Rich focused first on the status of ESTI EN 300 328 v1.8.0.  ERM TG11 finished the work on TCAM mandated sharing rules. Now the document must be approved by member states. At that point, the document will become ESTI EN 300 328 v1.8.1. 

26. A new work item (WI) will start in May to improve sharing mechanisms, which must be an ‘adaptive and automatic’ mechanism, a sharing apparatus which does not require or allow human intervention. In addition, the work item includes a goal to improve test plans.

27. Rich moved on to EN 301 893 v1.7.1, focused on updating the specification, but which includes the addition of adaptivity. This document covers the shared radar bands at 5 GHz. It is expected that approval will be complete by the end of 2012.

28. Rich continued with a discussion of the Lufthansa DA2GC Project. The project focuses on a Direct Air to Ground Communications network that would cover all of Europe. This project is being studied now. Rich said that he had additional supporting documents that he would upload later in the week.

29. Next Rich opened a discussion of the US House of Representatives Walden Bill re: spectrum changes. This is part of the National Broadband Plan effort to free up 300 MHz of spectrum by 2015. Sponsored by Rep. Greg Walden (R-Ore). This is expected to pass as part of the payroll tax reduction bill by the end of February 2012. Additional regulatory measures are included.

30. Rich moved to discuss Smart Meter interference issues in Maine. The meters are using 2.4 GHz ISM based radios. These radios are reported to interfere with home Wi-Fi equipment.

31. Rich then continued with a discussion of The Commerce Spectrum Management Advisory Committee documents related to unlicensed spectrum. The question being studied is: “Should all unlicensed access require database control?” The issue of the accuracy of the databases that the FCC presently has in place. 

32. The discussion then moved to reviewing a speech on the future of spectrum by the Chief Executive of Ofcom. The speech was delivered at the ECTA Regulatory Conference on November 29, 2011.

33. Rich presented a study from Europe done for the European Commission focused on the value of shared spectrum. He said that he would upload the document to Mentor after the meeting.

34. The final discussion focused on discussion of proposed new broadcast TV standard, ATSC-3, based on OFDM. This is “aimed at keeping broadcasting viable”.

35. The Chair recessed the meeting at 4:54 PM until Tuesday AM1 beginning at 8:30 AM.
Tuesday, January 17, 2012, AM1

36. The Chair called the meeting to order at 8:30 AM. 
37. The Chair reminded the members to record their attendance.

38. The Chair reported that he had not heard back from Michael McInnis, who was planning to write coments on the FCC RFID proceeding, or from Apurva Mody, who was considering whether to respond to the FCC TV White Space database rules change proceeding.
39. The Chair recessed the meeting at 8:35 AM to independent study until Tuesday PM1.

Tuesday, January 17, 2012, PM1

40. The Chair called the meeting to order at 1:30 PM. 
41. The Chair reminded the members to record their attendance.
42. The Chair recessed the meeting at 1:35 PM to independent study until AM1 at 8:30 AM on Wednesday.

Wednesday, January 18, 2012, AM1

43. The Chair called the meeting to order at 8:30 AM.

44. The Chair reminded members to log in and record their attendance.

45. The Chair opened the meeting with Michael McInnis contribution to the Lockheed Martin 433 MHz proceeding before the FCC, which the Chair uploaded as 18-12/12r0. Additional comments were filed by Dalibor Pokrajac (GuardRFID), which the Chair uploaded as 18-12/13r0, who is not physically present at the meeting.

46. Michael McInnis introduced his contribution. The Chair then presented 18-12/13r0 from Dalibor Pokrajac. There was general discussion of the document, and a couple of minor edits were made, which were saved and uploaded as 18-12/13r1.

47. The Chair committed to creating a combined document including the contributions from Michael McInnis and Dalibor Pokrajac for review in PM1.

48. The Chair pointed out that he had received an email from Steve Jillings, Semtech, related to work in 802.15.4k which he would review and present in PM1.
49. The Chair recessed the meeting at 9:14 AM to independent study until Wednesday PM1.
Wednesday, January 18, 2012, PM1

50. The Chair called the meeting to order at 1:30 PM. 
51. The Chair reminded the members to record their attendance.

52. The Chair opened the discussion by presenting the document 18-12/14r1, Comments_RM-11651_Petition_for_Rulemaking_433_MHz_RFID, which included edits to r0 supplied by Michael McInnis.

53. The document was reviewed and edited with comments from those present. 

54. The final edited document was reviewed and uploaded as document 18-12/14r2. The Chair sent notice out on the RR-TAG reflector that the document would undergo final review and voting on Thursday AM1.

55. The Chair proposed, by email, that a session to discuss questions related to regulatory issues which members of the 802.15.4k Task Group wished to discuss with the RR-TAG should be scheduled for Wednesday PM2. There was some conflict with that suggestion, so the Chair set the discussion for Thursday AM1, and adjusted the agenda accordingly, uploading the updated document to Mentor.

56. The Chair recessed the meeting at 2:30 PM to independent study until Thursday AM1.

Thursday, January 19, 2012, AM1

57. The Chair called the meeting to order at 8:06 AM.

58. The Chair reminded members to log in and record their attendance.

59. The Chair opened the meeting by reviewing the Comments_RM-11651_Petition_for_Rulemaking_433_MHz_RFID document, 18-12/14r2.

60. There were several editorial changes, and the document was uploaded to Mentor as 18-12/14r3. 
61. The following motion was made:

62. The Chair sent the approved document, 18-12/14r3, with a copy of the motion and results, to Michael Lynch, MJLynch & Associates, the IEEE 802.18 Chair of record, to complete the process of submission to the FCC with IEEE 802 Executive Committee concurance.
63. The Chair opened the discussion of the regulatory questions brought to the Chair of the RR-TAG by various parties in the 802.15.4k task group. The Chair opened the document 18-12/15r0, Contributions to 802.18 on regulatory questions in 802.15.4k, as the basis for discussion.

64. The discussion centered on interpreting ETSI EN 300 220-1 v2.3.1.
65. Those attending from 802.15 who took part in the discussion were Michael McInnis, Boeing, Steve Jillings, Semtech, John Buffington, Itron, and Khanh Tuan Le, Texas Instruments.
66. The group concluded that, in the 169 MHz band, the maximum allowed modulation bandwidth is 50 kHz, which is acceptable to 15.4k, but that the modulation cannot occupy the entire channel, i.e., 75 kHz.

67. The group concluded that the 433 MHz rules were clear and there was no controversy.

68. The group concluded that the 863-870 MHz rules were clear and that 15.4k are planning to operate with 100 kHz channel spacing.
69. The Chair thanks those in attendance from 802.15 for their help in resolving these issues.
70. The Chair recessed the meeting at 9:00 AM to until Thursday AM2.

Thursday, January 19, 2012, AM2

71. The Chair called the meeting to order at 10:40 AM.

72. The Chair reminded members to log in and record their attendance.

73. The first order of business was to appoint a new liaison to/from 802.19.
