11. There was discussion of further contributions to ITU-R WP 1A regarding Question ITU-R 236/1. The RR-TAG had previously submitted a contribution in 18-12/41r9. This contribution was briefly reviewed for the benefit of those present.
12. The Chair recessed the meeting at 2:33 PM to independent study until Tuesday AM1.

13. The Chair called the meeting to order at 8:16 AM. 
14. The Vice Chair reminded the members to record their attendance.
15. Vijay Auluck, Intel, presented the newest version of ITU-R M.1801, document number 18-12/84r1 to the group. This is an update to the M.1801-1, specifically Annex 1, Broadband Radio Local Area Networks, and Annex 8. Vijay pointed out that this version of the submission does not included 802.11ad.
16. There was some discussion about how to show that 802.11ac is still a draft. The decision was to show the project as P802.11ac in the table to indicate that it was still a draft.

17. Vijay uploaded the revised document at 18-12/84r2.

18. Vijay next presented the 802.11 proposed revisions to ITU-R M.1450.
19. The major changes, other than updating the base standard name/date, involve adding descriptions of the changes associated with the two amendments 802.11ac and 802.11ad.

22. The other discussion is whether M.1801 should include 802.11y technology. If 802.11 wants to include .11y technology in the document, then that is the working group’s decision.
23. There was additional discussion about the differences between the way M.1801 describes channelization and the way M.1450 describes channelization, and how to properly show the variety of channel widths in 802.11ac.
24. The group reviewed the definition of channelization in M.1450, and it appears that the description of channelization could include that the channelization description could be expanded to match M.1801.

25. Vijay took the action to coordinate with 802.11 on the channelization entries.

32. The general feeling of the RR-TAG members present was that the document needs a lot of editing before being submitted to the FCC.

33. The Chair agreed to upload the FCC document which announced the measurement program, FCC DA-12-1442A1.
34. There was some discussion about how the FCC might provide data to 802.16 regarding measurement related issues. The document was scheduled for final review on Thursday AM1.
35. The Chair next reviewed the document Proposed Response to LS from ITU-R WP 5D: Parameters for IMT-Advanced in Sharing Studies, 18-12/87r0.
36. There was some minor discussion of some of the document content. The document was scheduled for final review on Thursday AM1.
37. The Chair moved on to review of the document Proposed Response to LS from ITU-R WP 5D: Review of Report ITU-R M.2039, 18-12/88r0.
38. There was some discussion of the content of the document, especially paragraph 3, Views regarding Report ITU-R M.2039-2, where some edits were suggested. The document was scheduled for final review on Thursday AM1.
