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Abstract

[Minutes of the RR-TAG conference call meeting on 02 May 2013]
These are the minutes of IEEE 802.18 Telephone Conference Call held on 02 May 2013.
The teleconference was called to review status of response to the FCC 5GHz NPRM, the original agenda was posted by the Vice Chair on 17 April 2013.
Thursday, 11 April 2013
1. The Chair called the meeting to order at 12:10 PM CDT.

2. The Vice Chair verified that a quorum was met. 

3. The Chair summarized the IEEE 802 patent policy.
4. The Vice Chair displayed the agenda, 18-13/048r2, and asked if there were any changes to the agenda.
a. Review status of response to FCC 5 GHz U-NII Band Revision NPRM (18-13/017r1)
b. Plan is for completing work during the May Interim Meeting in Waikoloa.
c. Adjourn meeting.
5. The Chair asked if there were any objections to approving the agenda 18-13/048r2. Hearing no objections, the agenda was approved by unanimous consent.
6. The vice chair informed those on the call, the draft response being done by 802.11, 11-13/444r1 is about 44 pages at this time.
7. Dan Lubar updated those on the call, that it is now 60+ pages.
8. 802.11 regulatory standing committee is planning to meet again next thursday then monday night at the Waikoloa meeting, and have the draft available to 802.18 tuesday morning.
a. The Vice Chair presented the draft agenda for Waikoloa, 18013/43r7 in which tuesday PM1 is when we can line up availability for meeting to review this document. 
b. The 802.18 draft agenda is leaving tuesday PM2 open for further discussion on this. 
9. We reviewed the draft agenda a little further, it showing Rich Kennedy’s 802.11 Liaison report will be wednesday PM2 and there is a goal to have an 802.18 document for the 5GHz comments by then. 
10. The Chair asked about how the document is formatted and what PC it is based on, thinking how much time needs to be planned on for any editing that will need to be done.  We anticipate much will be from Peter Ecclesine and that has worked well in the past. 
11. The document is posted now on the 11 Mentor site for early review, though expect more editing over the next few days.
12. Looking further at the Waikoloa draft agenda, tuesday and wednesday AM1s are available for discussion on the ITU-R questions 236/1.

a. Will there be input from 802.11 or 802.24, is not known at this time. 
b. For ITU-R it would be best to file something if we can; we can update later if needed. 
13. At this point there was some general discussion on a few different topics.
14. There is a workshop at the FCC on the incentive auction, for those interested.  It is tomorrow 03 May 13. 
a. Have heard Bruce Kramer has some inputs; the Chair will ask Bruce what he has. 

b. It was interesting on what this talks to about SAR.
15. Dan Lubar also talked about the Receiver Performance paper that is out now from the FCC. 
16. We stepped through the draft agenda for Waikoloa.
a. The Vice Chair made a quick correction, it is the >95 GHz not >5 GHz for that agenda item. 
b. This is the document, 18-13/55r0, PETITION FOR DECLARATORY RULING OF IEEE-USA.
c. Some discussion about the sequencing/process of 802.18 getting comments into it. 
d. A comment was made, 14 May will put the latest to get in front of IEEE SA.

e. If edits are needed, that could be done, taking into account whether it is a joint document or 802.18 only. 
f. The Vice Chair suggested some ways on how we can work with the process for updates. 

g. The Chair also suggested we could discuss about have sections could be left open for edits.
h. Dan asked what other points 18 may want to add and how that would be done considering where the document is now. The Chair replied no other points are needed, more of editing.  
17. Dan noted another call going on now on ITS.
18. Dan will call Mike later today to discuss more.
19. With Commissioner Clyburn acting FCC chair, before Wheeler is expected to come in August, this maybe a good time to work with the less experienced folks. 
20. If we could get inputs from Bob Heile before the 14th of May, that would be a good thing. 
a. We should know by that Sunday if anything from 802.15 is coming. 
21. The Chair adjourned the meeting at 14:41 PM CDT.
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
