b. Comments are due 20Oct14. 
c. Input from the 802.11/15 combined Regulatory Standing Committee (SC) DSRC Tiger team is this Friday will hear a second round of inputs on this ANPRM, they have been discussing in previous meetings. 
d. It was noted the DOT has been participating so has heard all the inputs from the SC. 

e. With the timing of the comment due date, there is no time for the normal process and going through the EC, so the SC has to work this out themselves.  Though with the DOT participating, they in essence have the comments from IEEE 802 11/15.  
f. The thinking is the actual NPRM will be out by end of the year and very possibly the SC can work with the RR-TAG at the January Interim on any formal comments to the NHTSA. 
g. The RR-TAG will defer for now. 

7. Agenda item:  Licensed Exempt Spectrum in 600MHz and 01Oct updates from FCC Commissioner (Rich)

b. For these two NPRMS, the one 802 cares about is the first one, on unlicensed operation in 600MHz band, docket 14-144.
i. There should be interest for both 802.11 and 802.15 
ii. The Fixed and Personal/Portable White Space Devices section will have the most focus. 

c. The other NPRM on wireless microphones, we are thinking is limited, if any interest by IEEE 802, docket 14-145.
d. The due date for comments is not out and we need to monitor the 600MHz docket. 
8. Agenda item:  Presentation of IEEE 802.18-14-0064 under OM 8.2.2 

a. Document on Mentor:  18-14/0064r00:  Proposed LS to ITU-R WP 5D: Toward development of [IMT.HANDBOOK]
b. A request came in suggesting that this be marked "II" rather than "ME" because the text of 8.2.2 says "Sponsor subgroup communications with government bodies... may proceed unless blocked by a Sponsor vote. For statements not presented for review in a sponsor meeting, Sponsor members shall have a review period of at least five days..." In other words, the procedure indicates that the statement should be presented for review to the EC and will proceed if the EC takes no action.
c. This contribution is due 08Oct14, and it is proposed to get approval by 802.18 so it can be sent to the EC for their approval in time to meet the due date.  
d. We reviewed the document and no changes or updates were needed. 
e. Discussed some on the rules for approving documents.

i. With that, the privacy issue is not something IEEE can comment on.  We have discussed about jamming. e.g. unlicensed spectrum is congested already and something we have to deal with anyway.  

ii. Will add this to the November Plenary meeting for further discussion and review with some data on the congested WiFi spectrum at a border of residential and commercial areas where every channel is occupied. 

d. Keep in mind on the flip side, drones are being used to look over damages for different incidents and has been very beneficial.
