6. Agenda item: status on 18-15/0016r01 DSRC report to the FCC
a. Earlier today discussions with the EC Chair culminated in that the EC Chair will send a letter that has a link to the 802.11-15 documents of the entire record on this matter. 
b. Note the FCC already has received the full DSRC report from the automotive industry. 

c. At this time there is nothing for 802.18 to do. 
i. Short history:

iii. r01 - went to the EC and wanted some references on USDOT opinion annex to be removed.

iv. r02 – is now complete, however the IEEE report did not go to the FCC.
7. Agenda item: updates to 18-14/0048r02; comments on draft new recommendation ITU-R M.[V2X]
a. The document 18-14/0048r02 went to the EC consent agenda last year, and at this time the audit trail cannot be found that it made it to the ITU-R yet from the ITU-R liaison. 

b. The 802.18 chair will talk to the IEEE-SA liaison that wants to make changes and the 802.18 TAG suggests 18-14/0048-r02 as approved by IEEE 802 should be sent to the ITU-R as planned. 

i. A couple of suggestions will be presented to the IEEE-SA that a letter could be done on additional inputs to the approved 18-14/0048r02 document or to have IEEE-SA 1609 WG do a new document

12. From the 802.11/15 reg. SC meeting a few highlights: 
a. There is new thinking that not all documents from the 802.11/15 Regulatory Standing Committee has to go through 802.18.  Final process has not been finalized. 
b. Globalstar testing at the FCC showed degradation to WiFi using non-industrial grade access points (it was noted Globalstar previous testing was always with industrial grade access points).  Globalstar questions the results, though the FCC is protecting WiFi operation at this point. 
c. FCC 15-47 and Second FNPRM, comments/reply comments could be needed before July meeting.
i. High level the issue is the exclusion zones are over most of the population and what is being looked is not much help.  A comment was made the FCC (OET) wants to hear that IEEE is not planning to do anything in the end for this specific band. 

ii. No one spoke up that had interest in doing a standard in this band.  The straw poll was clear there is no interest in this specific band.

b. For the 18-14/0048 document IEEE-SA still wants to turn in the r03 that has inputs from her and one other.  Sounds like the 1609 WG version was sent from the other person toward chair of Working Party 5A, Sub Working Group 5A5 which deals with ITS, but it has not been formally received yet.  (The chair is in attendance at the specific session of 802.18.) 
c. We are still wanting to send the r02 that was approved by the EC and IEEE-SA does not want to send 2 copies. 
d. The next step is 802.18 chair to talk with the 802 chair, with the suggestion IEEE 802 will send the rev02 that was already been approved by the EC before. 
i. Timing is becoming critical as the US WG cut off is basically now, as it takes weeks to get through the process to get through by the 06-16july, WP5A meeting.
