a. Had discussion on how to get the inputs to ITU-R as 802.11 and 802.15 would have interest.  One input was to work with the task group.  
b. Inputs are needed by February 2017.   

10. Agenda item:  18-16/0012r00 Liaison statement ITU-R M.2012 Detailed specifications of the terrestrial radio interfaces of International Mobile Telecommunications-Advanced (IMT-Advanced) 
a. General discussion.  We have time to respond.  

11. Agenda item:  18-15/0072r08   Response to FCC 15-138 results 
a. General discussion that our response was filed and no action from the FCC, it is early.   We will monitor. 
Note: the following was brought to 802.18 for discussion and action request by the 802.11/15 Regulatory Standing Committee.  See the SC minutes for more detail, 11-16/0241r01.  Here are some of the topics discussed:  
12. MO&O (Memorandum) 16-24 from the FCC on 5 GHz Part 15 revision.

a. The highlight is extending the deadline for existing products for different aspects of the 5 GHz rules.  See the SC minutes for more.  This is very good for industry. 

13. NPRM FCC 16-23 on White Space Part 15 revision. 

a. Note:  2 weeks from today the reverse auction starts, where the broadcasters auction to sell back some of their spectrum.  

b. Discussion continued on how this will all work and what spectrum will actually become available. 

14. Discussed the different ETSI standards and what state they are in to meet the new Radio Equipment Directive. 

15. How do we improve our interactions with Regulators?
a. FCC, CITEL, CEPT, APT, ATU, ASMG, RCC

b. On the domestic side we should include TIA also. 
16. How do we improve our interactions with ITU-R?
17. We cannot do this alone; we must find common ground to work with others
18. We need a simple, clear and concise message
a. Regulators want to find ways to more effectively utilize the spectrum; can we point out some of the basic errors in their data, such as outdated and inaccurate propagation models, clutter calculations, busy time, etc., and propose ways to restudy and update
b. Other IEEE groups may have the similar band sharing issues with inaccurate propagation and building penetration models, e.g. ITU-R Recommendations P.452, P.528, P.619
19. Creating a position on mmWave spectrum 
20. From the Sunday EC meeting with the updates being implemented into the RR TAG 802.18, the request is to continue with the 802.11/15 Regulatory Standing Committee for three more sessions.  Then in September decide if the SC could be disbanded in favour of the RR TAG being the single group for regulatory activities for IEEE 802. 
21. The Chair Pro Tem brought up that he plans to schedule weekly teleconferences for the RR TAG, the time is TBD.  
22. The IEEE 802 recoding secretary stepped in the room at this point asking permission from the Chair if a picture maybe taken of this group, by a local government official that is reporting on the IEEE 802 meeting.  
a. The Chair asked the group if there are any objections of the pictures being taken.  No objections were heard.  Permission was granted for the pictures.
