1. The Chair called the meeting to order at 15:03 ET.
2. The Chair used 802.18-16/0017r01 as meeting plan and agenda.   The proposed agenda:

3. Chair reviews proposed agenda.

a. Friedbert Berens proposes discussing yesterday’s RSPG meeting.

4. Chair reads slides 3, 4 Administrative

5. Chair shows slide 6 FCC 5.9 GHz Sharing Meeting, March 23 at FCC. 

6. Chair moves to Ofcom Radio Spectrum Policy Group, Friedbert Berens discusses it. Philip Marnick Ofcom chairs EC Radio Spectrum Policy Group, a group of regulators. Topics included 5G discussion, 5 GHz discussions, ITS and things in general. Friedbert says IEEE 802.18 Macau discussions are inline. Paul Nikolich gives Rich Kennedy the action to circulate to the EC the kinds of input the EC RSPG is looking for.

7. Chair moves to Regulatory Landscape slide 7 and discusses it. Friedbert notes the European Cooperative-ITS system uses LTE-Direct for Vehicle to Infrastructure (LTE-D2D, LTE-V or LTE-u), as well as 802.11p for V2V. This is also the opportunity to gain additional spectrum for the technologies.

8. Chair moves to Improving Regulatory Efficacy slide 8 and discusses it. Collaboration with other IEEE Groups (e.g., Antennas and Propagation Society), collaboration with WLAN industry groups, drive regulatory rejection of the IMT-2020 spectrum grab. 

9. Chair shows 802.11-16/500 IETF 95-Wireless Tutorial: IEEE 802.11 slides 8 and 9. 10 TB in four hours over Wi-Fi at the 2016 Super Bowl.
