5. Chair discusses slides 6 and 7; NTIA Request for Comments: IoT
a. Deadline for responses is 23 May.
i. This is a request for comments, and with Waikoloa an interim, it would require a 10 day ballot period needed to approve, or the 5 day quick turn rule that any objection would stop the approval.
b. Question 6 is one that we could review (slide 7).

c. In addition, the chair has seen a slide that overlays all the spectrums/ranges that are related to this IoT activity.  At this point it is not available, thought the chair will investigate.
d. Chair asked if anyone sees something we, IEEE 802.18, should comment on.  Feedback was nothing is seen.  
e. The chair has heard there is some global activity on this IoT need also, and is connecting with some of these global groups to see what we can do to coordinate. 
6. Chair discusses slides 8;  FCC 16-55 (Press Release) (Second R&O in GN Docket 12-354)
a. Finalizes the framework for the Citizens Broadband Radio Service.
b. Also resolves the three outstanding issues raised in the Second FNPRM.
c. 802.11y has a piece in the 3.5 GHz band, though this preceding does not affect it. 
7. Added discussion on DSA Global Summit 

a. See the Waikoloa agenda, 18-16/0025, for more details. 
b. 18 regulators from Latin America and Africa were present on using the TV White Space and interference with the incumbents, usage, etc. 
c. The theme came down to a path is needed for affordable internet access to about ½ of the world population that still does not have affordable internet. 
d. Was a good example shared on how Internet is getting to small villages in Kenya.  
8. Chair discusses slide 9, Ways to improve our Regulatory Efficacy.
a. Collaboration with other IEEE groups.
b. This is an ongoing effort that we need to keep focus on.  

c. New line was added: Some new regulatory-focused alliance.
d. The last section will be removed on IMT-2020 as this is not an 802.18 view.
