iv. Request to include 71-72.5 GHz to enable 7 (2.16 GHz) channels instead of just 6, and add 72.5-76 GHz indoors, was denied to protect existing fixed links in the 71‑76/81‑86 GHz bands

1. If SAS is going to be required, IEEE 802 would prefer if needed, ULS for outdoor use, though nothing for indoor use. 
2. IEEE would prefer to use 15.255 rules here. 
iii. Other bands
1. Lower 37 GHz

a. Not sure we need to support this band. 

2. Above 95 GHz

a. Also, not seeing we need to request anything for this at this time.
