c. One key point that affected several areas in the contribution is that we should not imply that RLANs are operational in the entire 66-76 GHz range. Instead should provide info on RLAN systems for use in co-channel sharing studies. Adjacent channel studies only “as appropriate” (e.g. safety of life applications).
d. During the call and review another point was are referencing M.1450, then section 5 is not needed.  M.1450 is a much broader usage of RLANs. 

e. A question was asked if we should reference IEEE Std 802.15.3c-200 and yes we should leave it in as it referenced in section 4 (2) which is good.
