i. 1.16 to consider issues related to wireless access systems, including radio local area networks (WAS/RLAN), in the frequency bands between 5 150 MHz and 5 925 MHz, and take the appropriate regulatory actions, including additional spectrum allocations to the mobile service, in accordance with Resolution COM6/22 (WRC‑15).
c. The chair stepped through the document and pointed out a few things, just a couple:
i. Agenda Item 1.13 talks to the bands 66 – 76 GHz and 81-86 GHz.

ii. Agenda Item 1.14 HAPS has mention if use in the 6GHz band we might have interest. 

iii. Agenda Item 1.15 talks to the TeraHertz bands that IEEE 15.3 may want to watch. 

iv. Agenda Item 9.1/Issue 9.1.5 talks to RLAN operations, we should be active on this one. 

v. Agenda Item 9.1/Issue 9.1.3 talks to satellite services above 5.9 GHz which is in bands that has been looked at to expand license exempt into.

i. RED in effect as of June 13, 2016

ii. R&TTE expires June 12, 2017

iii. After June 2017, all devices must meet the RED requirements, i.e. R&TTE certifications during the transition must be re-certified

b. Following the deadline, ALL equipment to be placed on the EU market must meet the RED provisions

c. It appears that EN 301 893 will not be not published in time

i. Process requires Notified Bodies be employed to enable shipment

ii. Current situation will overwhelm the process

iii. Multiple efforts underway to mitigate the situation

11. IMF WEO and current internet penetration, a proxy for the amount of permitted radio communications by country and radio rules.

b. Abstract:
i. Taking the current IMF World Economic Outlook, and using current Internet penetration to qualify the GDP projections, 
We attempt to weigh the economic outlook of radio rules for ETSI harmonized standards and FCC rules

c. Column E shows internet use % of POPs

d. Column O is what the primary regulations are used for that country, e.g. ETSI or FCC.

i. Note some countries might use more or combinations, e.g. depending on band.  

e. Then look at column R to help identify the growth of the different regulatory domains, and results do not line up real well with other knowledge and data.  So here is another data point to consider. 
f. Also, but taking the snapshot over time, the different spread sheet tabs, you can see trends in the different countries and where 802 use could be going.
