a. EN 300 328 (2.4 GHz) – meeting this week, with general agreement of the proposals from OfComm and WFA, watch for the actual output from this meeting.

iii. Receiver requirements tightening

i. Approved in BRAN
ii. Following ETSI EditHelp review, submitted for public comment, due out end of February.

i. Ready was approved by BRAN at December meeting (BRAN#91)
d. EN 301 598 (TVWS) 
i. Completed RED changes; was approved in December BRAN meeting
7. Chair presents slide 7, ETSI Updates [2]

a. Technical Reports on 5 GHz band sharing
i. TR 103 317 EESS in the 5 350 MHz to 5 470 MHz band
1. Will not be pursued further, that the objections have been so strong, they cannot be overcome.  Also, the FCC / OET has announced they have dropped all effort to find sharing possibilities. 
ii. TR 103 318 Radiolocation Systems in the 5 350 MHz to 5 470 MHz and 5 725 MHz to 5 850 MHz bands
1. Will drop the 5.4 GHz band, see above. 
2. French now trying to add FH (Frequency Hop) radar protection outside the 5.4 GHz.  This radar is extremely hard to detect.  More coming on this. 
3. This goes against what came out of WRC-15, that there will not be any further restrictions to WiFi. 

4. We should push back that we should not have to deal with this.  

iii. TR 103 319 Road Tolling and Intelligent Transport systems in the 5 725 MHz to 5 925 MHz band
1. Significant progress; teleconferences set for finalizing in November
8. Chair presents slide 8; EU Radio Equipment Directive (RED)
a. The transition has already started
i. RED in THE LAW as of June 13, 2016
ii. R&TTE expires June 12, 2017
iii. After June 2017, all devices must meet the RED requirements, i.e. R&TTE certifications during the transition must be re-certified
b. Following the deadline, ALL equipment to be placed on the EU market must meet the RED provisions
c. It appears that EN 301 893 will not be not published in time
i. Process requires Notified Bodies be employed to enable shipment
ii. Current situation will overwhelm the process
iii. Multiple efforts underway to mitigate the situation
iv. Digital Europe proposes legal solution
v. Discussion at next TCAM meeting on extending R&TTE (11/3/16)
d. EC accepts the new approach; should be published soon, likely March, maybe February. 
e. Some brief history, that many of the updated standards for the RED that were sent to the OJ, were sent back for further review.
f. At that point a letter was sent from EC to ETSI address on this on what to do, and the second bullet in the letter opened up possibilities to get needed standards available by 13 June, 2017 when all products must meet the RED to continue to be marketed

g. SO the new approach is take the current/latest approved version 1.8.1 and allow it for the RED, with a published foot note in the OJ the receiver blocking/performance also has to be met from the draft version 2.0.7 that is going through ENAP. 
h. Turns out the receiver performance in version 2.0.7 is the same as what is in EN 300 328 (2.4 GHz) that is now published in the OJ and harmonized for the RED. 
i. The last point is that the adaptivity clause that is in the draft version 2.0.7 will be missing until 2.0.7 is published in the OJ and harmonized for the RED, some time later in the year. So it is expected that many administrations will push back. 

i. The new adaptivity clause is for the energy detect, though remember the preamble detect will still be there so we should be okay.  Watch for more on this.

ii. Commissioner Rosenworcel has just been reinstalled as Commissioner, but will not be confirmed.
iii. Republicans will be the majority and the expected there is lots of speculation on what will happen here as in all government agencies. 
iv. With Wheeler and Rosenworcel out, that leaves 3, Pai, Clyburn and O’Rielly the minimum for the FCC to operate.  And with that rumor has Clyburn may step down being a democrat.   

v. New news just in, Global star is setting up a worldwide LTE operation in the 2.4GHz band.  We will likely have to step back in and fight to protect channel 11.

a. Voting rules – to vote on anything we need a quorum and need members to attend the calls and face to face meetings. 
i. Question asked, could we extend voting rights to people who attend calls only? 

b. Question also asked on what is the status of the 6GHz band, to start a proceeding to open some of this band for unlicensed?  Would be an additional source for DSRC to work around. 

i. From the FCC, it is going to be tough to get anything in this band.  Others have tried.  

ii. Some measurements and research is being done to see what the actual usage is in the band around the country.
