7. Chair went through slide 8, on FCC update
a. Notice of Inquiry prepared for “Below 24 GHz”
i. Includes 3700-4200 MHz and 5925-7125 MHz
ii. Also includes DoD bands; release held up as a result
iii. Ask for FCC to separate out the non-DoD bands and issue NOI
iv. Failing this, generate a Petition for Rulemaking
b. Still testing DSRC band coexistence
c. NTIA wants to enable additional radars in U-NII-2a and U-NII-3
i. Bistatic: receiver is undetectable
ii. Fast FH: some hops can have one pulse; also undetectable
iii. Could make bands unusable by 802.11

i. Ofcom 5725-5850 MHz band proposal
1. Still waiting for Ofcom resolution
ii. EU Radio Equipment Directive & standards updates

iii. 6 GHz band sharing
1. 5925-7125MHz
2. NWI adopted by ETSI TC ERM
3. WGFM WI FM52 assigned
4. SRdoc TR 103 524 development started in ETSI TC BRAN
9. Chair discusses slide #10; on EU Radio Equipment Directive (RED)
a. The transition has already started
i. RED in THE LAW as of June 13, 2016
ii. R&TTE expires June 12, 2017
iii. After June 2017, all devices must meet the RED requirements, i.e. R&TTE certifications during the transition must be re-certified
b. Following the deadline, ALL equipment to be placed on the EU market must meet the RED provisions
c. EN 300 328 published in the OJEU!
d. It appears that EN 301 893 will not be published in time
i. EC has NOT approved use of v1.8.1 with note that v2.0.7 Receiver Requirements must also be met
ii. Passed ENAP; official publication date in August 19th, but could happen sooner
10. Chair discusses slide #11&#12; on EN 301 893 Quandry
a. EN 301 893 v1.8.1 poised to be withdrawn 6/12/17
b. V2.1.1 could be published in time
c. Many Wi-Fi devices cannot meet the Adaptivity requirements in v2.1.1 
i. Max TXON can exceed the 10 mSec limit with some silicon
ii. Fix is currently unknown
d. Best option is v1.8.1 Adaptivity with v2.1.1 Receiver Requirements
i. No document exists with this pairing
ii. V1.9.1 created at BRAN #93 to create this
iii. EC says ETSI should approve without ENAP
iv. ETSI says to do so would violate ETSI rules
v. Regulators that have to approve v1.9.1 rejecting based on the existence of v2.1.1

d. Industry coalition to drive needed regulatory changes
i. Joint exploration of the 5925-7125 MHz with the intent of obtaining an unlicensed designation
ii. Joint funding of third parties and engineering support to conduct interference analyses (incl. spectrum measurements, sharing studies, and potential mitigations) in support of unlicensed designation
iii. Joint exploration of mitigation techniques and proposals, which may require standards contributions
