8. Chair presents slide 9, Comment of Concern

a. Opposition to any unlicensed operations in the 6 GHz band
i. e.g. from utilities 

ii. Actually there is already unlicensed operations already in the band, so this would be opposition to new unlicensed operations.  

iii. Self explanatory
b. Support for “database-driven (SAS) controlled general authorized access” to the 6 GHz band – SAS too complex for Wi-Fi in 6 GHz
i. CBRS-type SAS more complex than required in 6 GHz
c. Support for indoor use only  
i. Could restrict 6 GHz in mobile devices
ii. Looks like there will be significant use in doors. 
d. Failure to share in 5.3 GHz indicates that Wi-Fi cannot share in 6 GHz 
i. Sharing with radars and sharing with FS very different issues 
e. Many C-band (receive) earth stations are unregistered, but still must be protected
i. Seemingly only for 3.7 GHz band, comment does not specify

3. This leaves us 10 days to review the Comments, create an outline, a draft and approve a final version of Reply Comments
12. Chair presents slide 12, AOB

a. 802.11ax / 802.15 UWB technologies coexistence will need to be addressed by 802.19
i. 802.11ax CA document does not currently address the 6 GHz band
1. A PAR modification will be needed to go above 6GHz, so not a lot of coexistence effort until then.  
2. Nescom is December, where the PAR extension is expected, then coexistence work can start. 
ii. Chair will address this issue with the 802.11 TGax, and 802.15 and 802.19 Chairs 
b. SEC FM 57 has been formed to address the 6GHz band and SE-45 will be looking at sharing studies for 6GHz.
c. EC Mandate proposed to work the 6GHz band up to 6725MHz, not stop at 6425MHz.  This will be discussed next week at RS Comm, and it will guide other groups then.
