b. “…we authorize television broadcasters to use the “Next Generation” broadcast television (Next Gen TV) transmission standard, also called “ATSC 3.0” or “3.0,” on a voluntary, market-driven basis.”
c. “…subject to broadcasters continuing to deliver current-generation digital television (DTV) service, using the ATSC 1.0 transmission standard, also called “ATSC 1.0” or “1.0,” to their viewers.”
d. “…we seek further comment on three topics related to the rules adopted in the companion Report and Order.”
i. we seek further comment on issues related to exceptions to and waivers of the local simulcasting requirement
ii. we seek comment on whether we should let full power broadcasters use channels in the television broadcast band that are vacant to facilitate the transition to 3.0. 
iii. we tentatively conclude that local simulcasting should not change the significantly viewed status of a Next Gen TV station.
e. ii. is the use of the TVWS channels which will limit available spectrum 
f. The transition is not like before with a specific date.  It will be market driven.  New TVs are not required to support ATSC 3.0.
g. No requirement for local cable company to carry ATSC 3.0, like they are

Through the release of this document, ISED, on behalf of the Minister, is hereby initiating a consultation on the overall approach and planning activities related to the release of spectrum for commercial mobile services, licence-exempt applications, satellite services and wireless backhaul services over the years 2018 to 2022.
