c. We will work on the IEEE 802 comments, we will need to approve next week, 29 March to meet the comment deadlines. 
d. There are a few points we could comment on, and requested comment text on these before Tuesday/27th, from some of the TAG members.
i. Google did not provide any input on sharing mechanisms.

ii. Interference was not demonstrated with 802.15.3 technologies.

iii. How does the Google system co-exist with IEEE technologies in the same device?

iv. The proposal is not following the original intent of the FCC with this rule on segmenting power for different applications. EU scope is pretty narrow, e.g. EN 305 550.
v. In the study, they did not indicate the latest 802.11 technologies (single carrier instead of OFDM, as in 802.11-2016).

a.  IEEE European Position Statement on Spectrum Management IEEE-SA draft position on use of Spectrum

b.  Based on the viewpoints and arguments in this policy paper, the IEEE EPPC WG on ICT recommends: 

· ITU/WARC should amend their usage allocation schemes to consider much wider frequency bands per usage domain, subject to specific audited coding and modulation schemes, which promote innovation and value creation. 

· Governments should strive to support the 3D principle and add transmitted power, location, and time constraints to balance conflicting interests; they should also, in some areas, encourage sharing between licensees seeking the same rights. 

· Governments, assisted by industry, should reinforce spectrum monitoring; in addition, when monitoring radio spectrum, they should enhance their capabilities in assessing new/forthcoming coding and modulation techniques at the measurement level. 

· Legal provisions set by regulators and parliaments should encourage a broader societal value-based allocation, while ensuring dependability, resilience, safety, and security. 
c. We are being asked to review this statement, similar to the one in November, though some focus for the EU.  
d. Discussed briefly, along with some past history. 
e. Chair will discuss with the 802 chair next steps. 
f. Comment: this should not be the view of all the IEEE (only represents view of EU part of IEEE).

b. The 802.11WG Chair expressed concern that the text (in Document 18-17-73, slide 4) appears to ask for an IMT-2020 designation in the upper 60GHz bands.  Prefer to keep those bands unlicensed to enable 802.11ad/ay technology to be used.
