7. Chair presents slide 11-13, Google Wavier
a. Latest Google submission did attempt to answer some of our questions.

· Note:  The waiver is to allow the marketing and certification of equipment / production.  
b. Reminder on our 4 Points
· Our comments;  https://mentor.ieee.org/802.18/dcn/18/18-18-0032-05-0000-google-s-waiver-request-ieee-802-comments-motion-sensing-57-64-ghz.pdf 
· Sharing is not clear with 100% duty cycle, it is a 10x e.i.r.p. level, 802.11 has LBT, etc.
· Google says 10% now, where the new analysis was done with negligible degradation, along with 100% duty cycle showing 8% degradation.  Also, the Soli is outside the WiFi channel 75% of the time.   
· Didn’t test with 802.11ad with single carrier modulation which is the majority of users.  (OFDM is more tolerant which is what they did test with.)
· In the new analysis, they did with single carrier.  
· Didn’t test in the same device, like a phone.

· In the new analysis they did what they say is atypical close proximity to WiFi client and again with 10% duty cycle there was no negative affects.  With 100% duty cycle no harm on Wi-Fi through put 80% to 95% of the time. 
· Didn’t test with 802.15.3e (which is different from 3c which Google mentions). 

· IEEE 802.15.3e made some footnotes that it has a closer intended range than the 11ad so concerns are less likely to materialize.
c. Asked to check if we said anything on RF exposure and Goggle responded? 
· Looked and we did not say anything about RF exposure. 
d. In our view, does it resolve some of the concerns that IEEE 802 raised?
e. We reviewed at the Plenary, and some excellent feedback from a member on behind the scenes, as on the surface seems Google is providing answers to some of our concerns, though looking deeper, there are ways around some of what they say.    e.g. if limited duty should that be in the waiver?
· Heard back on 18th, and the member is working on a contribution, still one more permission is needed.  It maybe 2-3 weeks. 
f. After additional discussion at Plenary, the RR-TAG does want to look more seriously at an ex parte, and NCTA will likely support what we are seeing.  
g. Will review a proposed marked up version of their response.
