· They would like answers to the following questions.  Do any of the 802.11 specifications issued, or in process, meet the following requirements:
· Operate in the 5.925 – 6.425 GHz band
a. There is an amendment being worked on,  IEEE P802.11ax, due in 2020
· EIRP of 36 dBm or less
a. Yes
· Listen before talk
a. Yes
· Determine its lat, long and height AMSL
a. No
· Next is the .18 chair will check on best way to get back to Encina.
· For official document going out of IEEE we may need to vote on it.
