i) For September 2020 Wireless Interim (Atlanta) , the Wireless Chairs met and have postponed this interim to first available NAM wireless slot. (Today it is Jan 2024)
(1) Per 802 Op Manual section 5, we can have electronic meetings in between Plenaries, but such meetings do not count for participation credit.
(2) At this time 802.18 will just have our normal weekly Thursday calls, like we have been doing, stay tuned.
(3) Note: To have an interim is up to the WG or TAG. With that other groups may have a virtual interim, 802.15 will not have a formal interim. 802.11 will have an interim meeting, including officer elections for the task groups and other positions.

vii) Our IEEE 802 input contributions on M-1450 and M-1801 to ITU-R WP 5A ) were discussed at last week’s meeting and they will be carried over to November meeting. 
(1) There were questions raised from several countries about the extension of the 6 GHz band.  
(2) During discussions, two offline email groups were setup, the 802.11 Chair is chair of both of those. China, Russia and Iran objected to extension into 6 GHz
(3) The contributions were not adopted as a baseline for other studies. Questions were asked about Table 3 from WRC-19 separate from RLANs in 6 GHz. A member says good idea to make recommendations on WRC-19 into Table 3 to move the discussion forward.
(4) The 802.11 ITU ad hoc will continue to work on whatever is requested. It was noted we need ETSI inputs as well to Table 3. 
(5) Will discuss more at RR-TAG calls coming up, plan for the WP 5A November call. 

6) Chair presents slides 14 -15, FCC R&O and FNPRM 6GHz
a)  The Report and Order authorizes two different types of unlicensed operations: standard-power in 850-megahertz of the band and indoor low-power operations over the full 1,200-megahertz available in the 6 GHz band.

g) Several new analysis have been sent to FCC and they are reviewing.  
i) The studies will take some effort
h) 6 GHz is penciled into the November 2020 open commission meeting,  5.9 GHz is in the October  open meeting. 

i) FCC R&O 6 GHz – MSG
i) There is One - Multi-stake holder group (MSG) getting together 31 July 20 to discuss 6 GHz and what happens in the band.  
ii) Focus is on formation of the group at this first call with a steering group, 
iii) FCC will be in attendance.
iv) The is just a start of many meetings and calls and activities.  
v) WInn Forum and WFA are the initial organizations.
vi) Around 20 other organization and members of other organizations are coming on board and participating in this launch on the 31st   (1300-1700 et)
vii) Working out how to approach this with rules and proper procedures with all the different organizations.
viii) Stakes are getting higher……
