(4) The 1hr / 2hr days have been flipped from earlier discussions.  
(5) As RR-TAG has done in plenaries, it will take attending both for attendance credit. 

(6) For January 2021 Wireless Interim (Irvine) the Wireless Chairs met 30Sep20 and have cancelled the face to face meeting in Irvine, CA.   This leaves open for the WGs to decide on their own if they do an electronic Interim or not.
