Tom Siep presented feedback from the SEC about changes to LMSC P&P.  (doc 802.19-03/30r4)

Changes to LMSC P&P document

TAG would offer opinion based on analysis within WG but only on drafts (after down select)

Methodology for predicting mutual interference between dissimilar wireless systems


Steve Whitesell pointed out that a Guideline may not have enough teeth, so a Recommended Practice may be more suitable


The Guide is for dissimilar wireless systems.


Note sure who the sponsor ballot pool is.


Discussion about timeline for PAR submission.


Scope includes techniques for modeling interference.


Purpose is to assist in development of modeling techniques.


Similar scope was in 802.15.2


In question 15 in PAR, not clear what the “Project Date” is for 802.15.2.

Discussed whether the methodology document should be an internal IEEE 802.19 document or and IEEE guideline (or recommended practice)

Action Item: Discuss with the SEC chairman what his recommendation is as to whether the methodology document should be an internal or external document (Steve)

Discussion: 5C for P&P (doc 802.19/04-0002r1)

Direction from SEC Chairman

Steve updated the TAG that he spoke with Paul Nikolich on whether the Methodology document should be an IEEE Guideline or an internal IEEE 802 document. Paul felt strongly that the document should be an internal document initially so that we can get it out in a timely manner.  Later it could be converted into an IEEE Guile or Recommended Practice.  Paul also directed the TAG to obtain approval by the wireless working groups.  He suggested that we use the method 802.18 is using as a model for obtaining feedback from the wireless working groups.

Jennifer Longman mentioned that we also have the option to turn the document into a “technical report” which goes through a review process.

Proposal for LMSC Rules Change

Tom Siep presented 19-04-0004-00-0000_P802-19 rules proposal.  The TAG edited the document.  

Action Item – Edit the document to change PAR to 5C as appropriate (Tom).

Reviewed the closing report.  Agreed to bi-weekly conference calls on Tuesday’s at 10 AM Pacific Time.
