The meeting reviewed the Simulation Parameters document IEEE 802.19-07/11r09 [1] with the aim of developing a revision 10.

Clause 3: For scenario B strike out twice ‘fixed and’.

Scenario B to be marked optional.

Scenario D to be marked optional.

Scenario E to be marked optional.

Scenarios A and C to be marked mandatory for Coexistence Assurance studies.

Keep Scenarios A and C together within the document.

Section 4.2.1, add revised fade margins, and change the name to ‘multipath fade margin’:

802.11 (1Tx/1Rx: Downlink + Uplink) = 13dB

802.16 (2Tx/2Rx: Downlink) = 5dB

802.16 (1Tx/2Rx: Uplink) = 10dB

Make 18dBi outdoor BS antenna optional

Make 10dBi outdoor BS antenna mandatory

Make 0dBi indoor BS antenna optional

Make 5dBi indoor subscriber antenna optional

Make 2dBi indoor subscriber antenna optional

The mandatory subscriber antennas have gains of 2, 8 and 18dBi.

State that section 5.1.2 is for information only.

Add 5MHz as the mandatory bandwidth; 10 and 20MHz are optional.

Add a new section entitled ‘Typical EIRP’. Adding the following elements:


802.16 outdoor Base Station transmits at maximum power.

802.11 outdoor Base Station transmits at maximum power.

802.16 and 802.11 Fixed, Portable and Mobile subscribers transmit at 17dBm.

Add notes to indicate that the receiver sensitivity values are the typical values.

Tidy redundant text in section 5.3.2.2.

Make modifications to section 12.
