Note: The following minutes are a guide to the discussion that was held not all comments have been captured and some of the following comments have been summarised.

Chairman: No presentations planned for this teleconference.

Richard: There are a number of proposals for change to the use case document these will incorporated in to a new revision of this document. This revised document should be ready a couple of weeks before the July plenary to allow discussion on the teleconference. Ivan Reede raised the possibility in the May interim of 500w narrow band operation in Canada, the revised document will only address the FCC R and O, and other regions could be added to this document. The next draft should be ready in two weeks. 
Chairman: This document was discussed on the Wednesday during the May interim this document is 802.19-09/0026 and the PowerPoint presentation is in document 802.19-09/0027.
Mariana: Will there be a baseline document.
Chairman: 802.19-09/0026 could be the baseline. Other people want to add additional material this will be merged later. We want to have one 802.19 document that represents all of the use case we expect to see.
Gerard: Use cases are only one piece of what needs to be delivered. It was agreed at the May interim that there was more work needed then just the use cases.
Chairman: Presented document 802.19-09/0010R4 to review the changes and agreements made at the May interim. The only changes were made to Slide 8 and 9.
· Slide 8: It was decided that the group should make some recommendations 
Additional Task agreed to at the May 2009 Wireless Interim

· There is recognized value in assessing the feasibility and performance of multiple 802 wireless technologies coexisting in the TV white space and make recommendations to the working groups

· The SG plans the following tasks

1. Evaluate how well the unaltered 802 standards would coexist in TVWS

2. Receive and review contributions on possible coexistence mechanisms for operation in the TV white space

3. Receive and review contributions on the complexity and effectiveness of the various coexistence mechanisms

4. Provide procedural recommendations to the EC on coexistence in the TVWS

5. Provide technical recommendations, to the working groups considering MAC/PHY projects in the TV white space, on what features could be supported in the drafts to enable coexistence between 802 wireless standards in the TV white space

6. Request and review feedback from the WGs on these recommendations

7. Work with the WGs on incorporating these coexistence mechanisms into the drafts

Marianna: How best to add amendments to 802.19-09/0026, can she recommend edits to this documents 
Richard: Send him feed back then he will capture this in the next revision. 

Chairman: They have received a number of comments already and to incorporate them.

Marianna: Confused on how to proceed as concerned that her comments would not be addressed.
Chairman: An alternative method would be to make a standalone document detailing your recommended changes and then these could be discussed as a group and post it to the reflector.

Gerard: It would be useful to see if the group can decide if 802.19-09/0026 could be used as a basis for a common document. If we can then we can start tracking the changes as we don’t have that much meeting time between now and the July plenary.
Richard: That would be a good approach though it would be better to start with the next revision that will incorporate the changes proposed in Montreal as the baseline document. 
Gerard: It sounds reasonable but of course it is up to the Chairman if this document is correct to be use as a baseline and if this is the best way forward.
Marianna: Concern that it contains not just use cases but also market information and it does not contain the technical issues for the use cases.
Richard: The best ways are to either make your own submission or modify the one we will post in a couple of weeks.
Marianna: Could the chairman give guidance on the amount of market comments the document should contain. She then read out a section of 802.19-09/0026 which has a reference to T-Mobile and other US operators. 
Richard: These references were one of the comments that came out of Montréal and will be revised in next draft.

Marianna: The use case should be technical and not market based.
Chairman: Drop the quote detailing the operator’s names.
Chairman: Marianna it’s up to you what you prefer, if you want to add a lot of new material then a stand alone document that can be merged later. If you want to do a lot of changes then use track changes 
Chairman: To answer Gerard comments if the authors are happy to take revisions then fine with 802.19-09/0026 being the baseline. Then people that add new text to the document will be added as authors to this document.
Chairman: He will send out a reminder of the new tasks set out in slide 8 of 802.19-09/0010R4 agreed in the May interim. If possible it would be good to start on these before the use cases are finished. We should be extending the Study Group to November we should have enough work to justify this extension and a link to 802.19-09/0010R4 has been sent to the EC to inform them of the process of the work.

Chairman: If there are no presentation posted one day before the meeting should we cancel the call.
Tom: No we need to have the call.
Chairman: Happy with this approach, though it may be a short call.
