· The Patent policy was made available to the participants.

· Hiroshi Harada presented document 802.19-09/0064r0 on "Introduction of IEEE SCC41 and IEEE 1900 series standardizations and coexistence scenarios for TVWS"

· Stanislav Filin presented the last section of document 802.19-09/0064r0 on how 1900.4 can be used for coexistence of TVWS networks

· Mark Cummings - Asks that people who want to comment on the draft PAR, that they provide contributions.

· There was a presentation by NICT stating change "1900" to "SCC41" based on document 802.19-09/61r0

· Gerald - Slide 7.  Is the complexity dominated by the distributed radio resource usage optimization? How could the architecture be simplified if that was eliminated?
· Stanislav said that only Dynamic Spectrum Sharing is considered in Coexistence section of this document.

· What is the status of 1900.4a?

· Stanislav - It is being updated to support TVWS for mobile device, but not for specific MAC/PHY.

· Still considering reconfigurable terminals?  Stanislav - Yes

· Is there a web site with documents?
· Stanslav – web site is www.scc41.org 

· Gerald – it would be useful to provide more information on the simplified architecture.

· Mark and Ari presented document 802.19-09/60r1 on draft PAR
· Mark pointed out that last week NICT presented last week.  Mark had a call with NICT team to discuss their comments.  Mark forwarded the information to the co-author group.  Updated the draft, based on comments from NICT.

· The majority of the work is in the Scope. Comment to move comments about United States from Scope to Explanatory notes.

· Lots of discussion on wording of "networks" and "devices."  Needed to keep both terms.

· Agreed on "dissimilar radio technologies"

· Discussion on networks operated independently.  Updated the wording.

· Changed the definition of the term "etiquette"

· In the Purpose, the word "may" was changed to "will"

· Steve asked about "Operators."  Mark pointed out that the PAR says "networks operated independently"

· Victor H asked about Technical Feasibility in 5C.  Need a comment about Yes this is technically feasible and economically feasible, and an explanation of why it is technically and economically feasible.
· Tom K. - Sections 4 and 5 may not be sufficient.  He requested that the contributions which are mentioned as having been submitted to the group be explicitly referenced, at a minimum.  Tom suggested that the contribution numbers and abstracts could be added to the sections.

· Mark explained that the contributions to the group which are being referred to in these sections, which describe the Technical Feasibility and Economical Feasibility, were presented as part of the presentations at the tutorial sessions at a previous meeting.  Mark suggested keeping the wording in these sections less. 

· Tom K agreed that for this section, simply adding the abstracts verbatim may not work.

· Gerald uploaded a document 802.19-09/ 65r0
