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1. Overall Description:

3GPP TSG RAN would like to thank IEEE 802.19 TG1 for their correspondence on a calling for proposals for standards on “radio technology independent methods for coexistence among dissimilar or independently operated TV Band Device networks and dissimilar TV Band Devices”.

3GPP TSG RAN would like to inform IEEE 802.19 TG1 that no activities in this area are ongoing in 3GPP at this time.
