What discussed:
1 Opening by Tuncer Baykas
1.1 Reminded everyone IEEE patent policy 
2 Status of Liaison Statement to 3GPP (Steve Shellhammer) 
2.1 3GPP TSG RAN Reply has been posted in the mentor sever. 
2.2 3GPP TSG RAN thanked IEEE 802.19 TG1 for their correspondence on a calling for proposals
2.3 3GPP TSG RAN informed IEEE 802.19 TG1 that no activities in this area are ongoing in 3GPP at this time.
2.4 3GPP TSG RAN would like to ask the following two questions
2.4.1  What is the expected timeline for this IEEE activity? In particular, when is the IEEE expecting to issue a first version of a standard?
2.4.2  Which bands are referred to exactly as “TV Bands”? It was noted in 3GPP that “TV Bands” can refer to various frequency bands, and therefore 3GPP TSG RAN would like to ask for clarification on which exact frequency bands are addressed by this calling for proposals.
2.4.3 Recommend discussing this today, preparing document in July meeting, and then sending to them after voting. 
2.4.4 Reinhard Gloger: Does 3GPP TSG RAN prepare some organizations in the future
2.4.4.1  Steve Shellhammer: They did not mention that, but there is some action activities, they made some presentations where TVWS space is mentioned in 3GPP TSG RAN. He personally thinks that 3GPP will be interested in it.

2.4.4.2  The next 3GPP meeting is middle of September. They will give additional information at the meeting. Even we did it after July we will give them to the next meeting. We may also receive the response from them after their Sept. meeting. 
3 Status of tutorial presentations
3.1 We receive over 20 registrations for the tutorial, and most of them do not usually attend the IEEE 802.11 and IEEE 802.19 meeting. 

3.2 Hyunduk Kang : He has sent a message to Joe Kwak about that ETRI will present a test bed of ECMA 392 during workshop, he requires response for the message.  Shellhammer promised to tell Joe Kwak to response for it. 
3.3 The invitation mails have been sent to P802.11 and P802.22. P802.22 has indicted the participation in this tutorial, but P802.11 has not given any response yet.

4 802.19 TG1 and System Design Document
4.1 This presentation is about 10-15 minutes

4.2 The background of submission of the Task group is suggested putting in Slide 3 together with PAR.  

4.3 Slide 4 is small and better to enlarge fond size.

4.4 It is suggested there should be an overview and item list at the beginning of the presentation. And there should be short slides to discuss the activities of .22 and .11. 

4.4.1 The document 70r3 is the tutorial outline, we have assigned people into different sections. We should talk about .11 if they do not. Intel will talk about other standards in TVWS; they may also list the .11 in their presentation.
