1.1 Reminded everyone IEEE patent policy

2.1 This presentation is the Introduction section of the July Tutorial.  It will be incorporated in the final version of the Tutorial presentation.
2.2  Mark Austin suggested putting CPT group SC43 and will send some material about it to Steve Shellhammer. .
2.3 Junho Jo: WP1B and WP5A are dealing with different aspects of cognitive radio networks, it is better to treat them in different ways. Junho Jo promised sending some reference to help Steve Shellhammer update the slide 9.  
3 19-10-0080-01-0001 July Tutorial – Possible Solution (Mika Kasslin)
3.1  This slide set contains draft material for 802.19 tutorial on possible solutions to different aspects of the architecture

3.2 Joe Kwak suggested presenting the solution first and then indicating the open issues at the end of presentation rather than showing that the solution is concentrating some questions. Mika Kasslin agreed. 
3.3 Joe Kwak indicated that the autonomous mode is the only mode where CM is not present; there is no management but just changing the information. We do not call them out in the architecture that CM and some of items may be optional. It is good to show that CM may not be required in autonomous mode. 
3.4 Tuncer indicate that in current architecture, CE cannot connect with database or another CE without CM, it is not an option at this moment for CM not being in the architecture.  
3.5 Mika Kasslin claimed that CM has no role for decision making but just as a role of changing the information or possibly figuring out the neighboring network. He will improve the statement for the autonomous mode. 
3.6 Steve Shellhammer summarized the tutorial status due to the question from Vajira Samarasooriya
3.6.1  We invite 802.11 and 802.22 to have this tutorial. Each of them will talk about 20min in the tutorial. The whole tutorial is about 1.5hours, so we may have around 35min to talk about 802.19. We are going to make changes up to Monday. On Monday, we are going to discuss the presentation order. 11af is an overview, they will not talk a lot about coexistence, .22 is going to talk about some of their approaches about coexistence between different 22 systems.  

3.6.2  We should mention the work shop in slide 3, amended by Steve Shellhammer. 
3.6.3  Tuncer Baykas asked whether Steve Shellhammer will make an introduction in the tutorial, Steve Shellhammer answered he will not because .19 has 4 speakers, too many comparing to .11 and .22. He also suggested that Alex Reznik may do it.  

4 Joe Kwak summarized the status of the workshop
4.1 The workshop has been planned, and we had a good number of speakers. The panelist has already confirmed. The agenda has been sent out this morning to all people who respond it.  The contact information has also been prepared. We have 28 peoples, and very few of them are 802 attendees. The total attendees might be around 70 ~ 90 because most of 802 people may attend without providing contact information.
