What discussed:
1 The TG1 chair T. Baykas called the meeting to order 7:02AM EST
1.1 The chair reminded everyone IEEE patent policy
1.2 The chair made a call for essential patterns: no one came forward with any essential patents.7:05 AM
2 M. Kasslin made a presentation on document 11/61r1 Discovery system overview. 
2.1 This presentation contains an overview of the proposal to have the 802.19.1 system architecture to include a further logical element to support CDIS in interferer discovery
2.2 I.Reede:  CDNS does not necessarily get IP address. Our solution is a mixed solution of option 1 and option 2 in slide 8. CDNS gives list of host and IP address, but it is hard to use host name directly. Once host names are listed, CDIS may synchronize in his interference zone. This is only the different between Ivan and Mika’ solutions. 

2.3 M. Kasslin agreed that if CDIS becomes aware of each other, it would be possible for them to synchronize. It is possible but may not be mandatory functionality. 

2.4 I. Reede:  Not all CDIS are created equally. The protocol between CDISs should be standardized. 

2.5 M. Kasslin agreed and amended that we need to have interfaces from CDIS to support entities. We should have them standardized. 

2.6 I. Reede:  The support entity will be desirable to provide more information than only host names. The CDNS functions should be covered. 

2.7 R. Gloger required clarifying the document number of Ivan’s proposal so that the group can compare them. J. Wang:  It is 10/111r4 from I. Reede.
