What discussed:
1 The TG1 chair T. Baykas called the meeting to order 11:07PM EST
1.1 The chair reminded everyone IEEE patent policy
1.2 The chair made a call for essential patterns: no one came forward with any essential patents.11:10 PM
2 The chair mentioned that we started another review for a duration of two weeks.

3 The chair checked the missing part of the standards and confirm with each entities for their contributions. 

4 Nokia will have some contributions on decision making and decision topologies.

5 LG will have one or two contributions on procedure and protocol, that is amended text for message type and format. 

6 NICT will have some contributions on data type and reference model, message format and message header. 

7 ETRI will have some additional normative text for chapter 5, procedures and protocols.
8 Sony has no contribution at this moment. 
9 The chair suggested promoting our standard. ETRI questioned on whether it is about performance evaluations, the chair confirmed. 

10 Y. Yi : we have multiple algorithm in chapter 7, we need to select one of them for evaluations. The chair indicated that we can show some of those algorithm, or have contributor to evaluate performance of their own algorithm. 

11 H. Kang: we have to set parameters for performance evaluations, such as frequency band, etc as input and  throughput improvement as output. S. Filin supported and amended that we may have such discussions in Atlanta. 
12 The chair indicated that 802.19 is an optional standard, it will not provide the services directly to the end user. We also need to keep market strong for our new standards, and we may also push our standard to work for non-802 standard. In order to do this, we need to have evaluations as a proof for our standard.

13 The chair indicated that we may consider to do evaluations for information service, master and slave topology, etc.
14 There are some discussions on the rational of distributed decision making. Differ net CM belonging to different operation may have their own decisions for their own networks. 

15 Would you provide some performance results for neighbor discovery algorithm. Not at the first phase. 
16 There were some discussions on propagation model. 

17 There were some discussions on the coexistence of coexistence systems. One option is to get the same results based on the same neighbor list. The other opinion is that the decision may be changed due to different radio environments and different algorithm.
