2 Chair summarized the possible action item in the document 802.1-12/04r0.

3 First discussion was about providing a section about measurements.
3.1 I. Reede indicated that the current silicon cannot provide any reliable measurement results in TVWS.
3.2 J. Junell: 802.11k can do some measurement, and the result can be converted by CE into 802.19 format. We should define some general measurement for spectrum use. Jari Junnel indicated that there will be a contribution from Nokia.

3.3 H. Kang indicated that 11k has two kinds of measurement:  channel load measurement and identify measurement.

4 The chair initiated the discussion about coexistence of CMs with different decision algorithms

4.1 I. Reede indicated that the simulation results of convergence would be beneficial.

4.2 J. Junell: Simulations take too much time, the optimum thing is to have one algorithm, however we decided to have different options for user to choose.

4.3 H. Kang: It is hard to have simulation results. This may cause problem if different CMs use different algorithms. The coexistence problem can solve by using some negotiation algorithm. We need to categorize the problem of this and try to find a solution.

4.4 The chair would like to keep the problem open and set up some ad hoc group in the group to achieve some solutions.

5 Next topic was security.
5.1 I.Reede suggested taking what is available from industry. 
5.2 J. Junnel  agreed.

6 Next topic was use cases.
6.1 H. Kang: It is better to have to give example for the protocol usage. He is preparing some proposal.

7 The chair asked whether there is anyone who would like to provide the explanation for “Explanation of Master CM selection. None heard.
8 Next topic was use consistency within the draft.
8.1 J. Junell: M. Kasslin will provide a renewed version for chapter 3.
