5.2.14 Procedure Configuration Procedure
This procedure, illustrate in Figure x, is used by an entity (CE, CM or CDIS) to configure operations of another entity with respect to selected procedures. 
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Figure x – Requesting procedure configuration from another entity
The requesting entity may be a CE, a CM or a CDIS. A CE may transmit a request to a CM. A CM may transmit a request to a CE, to another CM and to a CDIS. A CDIS may transmit a request to a CM. 
The initiating entity transmits a Procedure_Configuration_Request message to another entity to configure operations of the other entity with respect to a selected procedure. In the message the initiating entity shall identify the procedure to which the configuration applies and the requested configuration. 

A CE may use the procedure to configure CM operations with respect to the following procedures:
· Providing coexistence report (5.2.4.4)

A CM may use the procedure to configure CE operations with respect to the following procedures:

· Obtaining coexistence report (5.2.4.2)
5.2.14.1 Configuring coexistence report provisioning
A CE may configure a CM with respect to how often the CM may transmit unsolicited coexistence reports. A CE requests configuration by transmitting a Procedure_Configuration_Request message in which it shall indicate the procedure in question to be the Providing coexistence report procedure and minimum time (timeBetweenMessages) as an integer multiple of 100 ms between two consecutive unsolicited coexistence reports from the CM. The timeBetweenMessages parameter shall be set to ‘0’ to request the CM to transmit unsolicited coexistence reports whenever there is a change in the report. The parameter shall be set to ‘65535’ to request the CM to disable transmission of unsolicited coexistence reports. 
Upon receiving from a CE a Procedure_Configuration_Request message which applies to the Providing coexistence report procedure a CM shall configure its coexistence report provisioning for the CE as per the configuration in the message. Once configured the CM shall transmit unsolicited coexistence reports only when the report has been changed since the previous transmission of the report and when at least the minimum time requested by the CE has been elapsed since transmission of the previous unsolicited coexistence report to the CE. If the minimum time parameter was set to ‘0’ (default), the CM should transmit unsolicited coexistence reports whenever there is a change in the report. If the minimum time parameter was set to ‘65535’, the CM shall disable transmission of unsolicited coexistence reports. 
5.2.14.2 Configuring coexistence report requests

A CM may configure a CE with respect to how often the CE may transmit requests for coexistence reports. A CM requests configuration by transmitting a Procedure_Configuration_Request message in which it shall indicate the procedure in question to be the Obtaining coexistence report procedure and minimum time as an integer multiple of 100 ms between two consecutive coexistence report requests from the CE. If the timeBetweenMessages parameter was set to ‘0’ (default), the CE is allowed to transmit a coexistence report at any time. 
Upon receiving from a CM a Procedure_Configuration_Request message which applies to the Obtaining coexistence report procedure a CE shall configure its coexistence report requesting for the CM as per the configuration in the message. Once configured the CE may transmit coexistence report requests only when at least the minimum time requested by the CM has been elapsed since transmission of the previous coexistence report request to the CM.
