Discussion

Definitions of interference from other standards are as follows;

1900.1-2008 & IEEE 802.15.2-2003
In a communication system, interference is the extraneous power entering or induced in a channel from natural or man-made sources that might interfere with reception of desired signals or the disturbance caused by the undesired power.

1900.1-2008 & ITU-R Radio Regulations

Interference: The effect of unwanted energy due to one or a combination of emissions, radiations, or inductions upon reception in a radiocommunication system, manifested by any performance degradation, misinterpretation, or loss of information that could be extracted in the absence of such unwanted energy.

Harmful interference: Interference that endangers the functioning of a radionavigation service or of other safety services or seriously degrades, obstructs, or repeatedly interrupts a radiocommunication service operating in accordance with these Regulations (i.e., ITU Radio Regulations)

802.16h-2010

Harmful interference: An interference caused by an interference signal that seriously degrades,

obstructs, or repeatedly interrupts the radio communication.
Destructive interference: Interference that disables a particular PHY receiver from receiving using any combination of its modulation and coding methods.
Acceptable interference: An interference caused by an interference signal that does not degrade the current selection of modulation and coding at a receiver.

Harmful interference: Any emission, radiation or induction that endangers the functioning of a radio navigation service or of other safety services or seriously degrades, obstructs, or repeatedly interrupts a radiocommunications service operating in accordance with the ITU and local Regulations. [See Article 1 of the ITU Radio Regulations, #1.169 and the FCC 47 CFR 15.3(m).]
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
