5.2.2.3  WSO Deregistration procedure
A CM shall perform this procedure when the CM needs to deregister WSO from the CM. An illustrative example of this procedure is shown in Figure 15. DeregistrationRequest, DeregistrationResponse, CMRegistraionRequest, and RegistrationResponse messages are defined in Annex C.

CM operations related to generating and sending a DeregistrationRequest message are specified in clause 6.3.

After the CE receives the DeregistrationRequest message from the CM, the CE shall process the DeregistrationRequest message. CE operations related to processing the DeregistrationRequest message are specified in clause 6.4.

After the CE receives deregistration response from the WSO, the CE shall generate and send a DeregistrationResponse message to the CM. CE operations related to generating and sending the DeregistrationResponse message are specified in clause 6.4.
After the CM receives the DeregistrationResponse message from the CE, the CM shall generate and send a CMRegistrationRequest message to the CDIS. CM operations related to generating and sending the CMRegistrationRequest message are specified in clause 6.3.

After the CDIS receives the CMRegistrationRequest message from the CM, the CDIS shall generate and send a RegistrationResponse message to the CM. CDIS operations related to generating and sending the RegistrationResponse message are specified in clause 6.2.
