· Alaa Mourad presented document 802.19-15/65r0, on Coexistence Management in the 2.4GHz ISM Band in the automotive environment
· Q: Where is the other antenna? A:  It is outside the car at the specified distance from the car.
· Q: Since BT uses AFH is there a problem?  A: If there are multiple cars close on different frequencies (Ch. 1, 6 and 11) then there will be problems due to lack of spectrum for BT  
· Q: What is the next step?  A: We could form an Interest Group (IG).

· There have been some presentations on 11ax on the automotive environment, but not on the coexistence issue.  There is some work in the WFA on coexistence in automotive environment.  They have no quantitative measure of coexistence.
· Q: Could we make an amendment to 802.15.2?  A: Yes, that is possible.
· We can form an Interest Group on Automotive WLAN/WPAN coexistence.
· The first step would be to develop a plan.  Define a set of test scenarios
