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6. Patents

IEEE standards may include the known use of essential patents and patent applications 

provided the IEEE receives assurance from the patent holder or applicant with respect to 

patents whose infringement is, or in the case of patent applications, potential future 

infringement the applicant asserts will be, unavoidable in a compliant implementation of 

either mandatory or optional portions of the standard [essential patents]. This assurance shall 

be provided without coercion and prior to approval of the standard (or reaffirmation when a 

patent or patent application becomes known after initial approval of the standard). This 

assurance shall be a letter that is in the form of either: 

a) A general disclaimer to the effect that the patentee will not enforce any of its present or 

future patent(s) whose use would be required to implement either mandatory or optional 

portions of the proposed IEEE standard against any person or entity complying with the 

standard; or 

b) A statement that a license for such implementation will be made available without 

compensation or under reasonable rates, with reasonable terms and conditions that are 

demonstrably free of any unfair discrimination. 

This assurance shall apply, at a minimum, from the date of the standard's approval to the 

date of the standard's withdrawal and is irrevocable during that period.

3. Proposal Harmonization and Agenda Changes
3.1. The proposers of the two harmonized proposals talked to the Chair of IEEE 802.21 that these two proposals were finally harmonized to a single proposal. They would like to present a single proposal to IEEE 802.21.
3.2. Chair of IEEE 802.21 announced that the two proposals have harmonized to the point of having a single proposal.  The single proposal would be uploaded to the server on Tuesday.

3.3.6. Q: Regarding the Tuesday afternoon 802.1 Architecture, could you give us documents to prepare for the discussion? Ajay: I already sent the link to the documents to the 802.21 reflector. If I find other documents, I could upload them to the local FTP server. 

3.3.7. Q: After harmonization, do we need to change the down-selection procedure? Ajay: No need to change the down-selection procedure, but we need a confirmation vote. If we have a quorum, we could perform the confirmation vote. Otherwise, the confirmation vote would be done in July plenary.
3.3.8. Ajay: In order to give maximum time for the people to evaluate the changes of the proposal, move discussions on 802.1PAR to Wednesday afternoon. People have more time to evaluate the single harmonized proposal.
3.3.9. Ajay: Will post the single harmonized proposal by 10:00AM tomorrow morning.
