1. General Considerations

1.1. On a general level, there is a need to agree on the set of interfaces that 802.21 requires for all services (i.e., IS, CS and ES). This will prove very useful when addressing inter-working of 802.21 with other access and mobility technologies (e.g., 3GPP, IETF, 802.1).
1.2. 3GPP concepts and definition should be taken verbatim from the relevant standards. Avoid introducing new vocabulary that might be misinterpreted

1.3. Note that contribution 21-05-0300-0X-0000, revisions 4-6 are stored on the 802.21 server under the “Sept 2005” folder. This is also true for the minutes of these teleconference series.

1.4. Spell check should be run on the document

2. Specific Comments on document 21-05-0300-06-0000

2.1. Slide 3

2.1.1. Ensure that the wording and concepts taken from 3GPP specification be maintained. [Ajay Rajkumar]

2.1.2. Note that 3GPP has stopped work on scenarios 4 and higher. We should consider requirements steaming off from currently addressed work items. [Stefan Berg]

2.2. Slide 4

2.2.1. Replace ”in a way that is imperceptible to the use” with “with seamless user experience” [Ajay Rajkumar]

2.3. Slide 5

2.3.1. Replace “procedures that aid in the provisioning of network information and the basic content of this information” with “methods and semantics for the retrieval of heterogeneous network information” [Subir Das, Ajay Rajkumar]. Additional wording might be provided by Subir Das]

2.4. Slide 6

2.4.1. Note that 3GPP has stopped work on scenarios 4 and higher. We should consider requirements steaming off from currently addressed work items. [Stefan Berg]

2.4.2. Add “Determine the right location of the MIH function within the 3GPP Network” [Peretz Feder]

2.5. Slide 8 and 9

2.5.1. The “Ia’” interface assumes MIH functionality on both ends, It cannot be assumed that an MIH function will reside inside the 3GPP network. [Peretz Feder]

2.5.2. Determine whether existing interface already defined in 3GPP can be used between 3GPP and an MIH Network Entity. Off line has been done in order to clarify this point. [Ilya Gonorovsky and Ulises Olvera will clarify this point].

2.5.3. Define “MIH Network Entity” “Srinivas Sreemanthula”
