1. General Considerations

1.1. Brief report on 802.21 presentation to 3GPP SA group was given to the group. Bottom line 3GPP acknowledges 802.21 as a technology that might add value when inter-technology solution are developed 
1.2. 3GPP SA has identified specific areas where 802.21 contributions can be submitted.

1.3. Window of opportunity for 802.21-based contributions to 3GPP is small. .

1.4. 802.21 needs to agree on how to proceed with regards to submitting contributions to 3GPP

2. Main Discussions

2.1. 802.21 requirements applicability within 3GPP and expected time frame

2.1.1. Based on 3GPP (SA) recommendation 802.21 requirements fall within existing WIs “Long Term Evolution” (RAN2/RAN3/SA2) and “System Architecture Evolution” (SA2)

2.1.2. Applicable contribution should be submitted rather soon. The first major milestone within LTE affecting both SA2 and RAN2.3 is the functional split between RAN and CN. This was supposed to be completed in September 2005 but an agreement could not be reached. 

The functional split is now expected to be completed in December.2005. Once the functional split is completed, the rest of the LTE study is expected to be finalized by June 2005. A stage 2 description should be ready by then. 

As far as SAE is concerned, if the functional split is agreed in December 2005, then stable proposals for system a architecture is expected by March 2005 and the final selection May-June 2005.

2.2. 802.21 procedures for submission of contributions to 3GPP

2.2.1. As expected, It was emphatically stated that 3GPP do not accept contributions from other groups such IEEE 802.21 as a whole. Contributions must be submitted by individual companies (or jointly amongst a group of individual companies). 

Therefore we need to define how 802.21 members should be submitting contributions to 3GPP. It is understood that members are of course free to contribute individually to 3GPP. The question is how can we submit contributions that are somehow 802.21 compliant? Two suggestion were provided by Ajay Rajkumar. Either harmonize contribution prior to submitting them or Develop requirements that can be liaison to 3GPP and then contribute based on these requirements ” 

Ulises Olvera and Stefan Faccin noted that requiring harmonization of contributions before submission will render the process impractical. The suggestion is to allow 802.21 members to submit contributions indicating compliance to 802.21 when applicable. These two proposals should be further discussed.
