5.1. #2330 two proposals for MIH State Machine being merged for the London meeting
5.2. #2339 / #2341 Subir says we need to add some clarifying text. There was agreement about the changes but not formally documented. 

5.3. #2291 was rejected but issue is open, Nada will submit text to resolve the issue for sec 5, 6 and annex

5.4. #2414 MIH configure threshold discussion. Nada says that the proposal wasn’t appropriate, the comment was rejected and we don’t have an issue. Guo feels there is still an issue. Suggestion to get email thread going on this. QoS parameters at MIH level aren’t directly applicable to link level. Nada says look at the table for example mapping and grow that section. Not clear if the group wants these mappings specified. Don’t want to create a tutorial in the spec. Comment that this mapping should be in the technology specific specs, and .11u might not be able to take this mapping if QoS is not in scope for them.
6. 3GPP status update – Vivek Gupta
6.1. Met in Budapest, Hungary to pick arch for SAE. Arch ‘A’ was conservative solution based on GPRS and GTP. Arch ‘B’ was completely IP based, added IETF protocols. 

6.2. Before vote was called, clear that neither camp had enough votes. Compromise that 23-401 and 23-402 would both go forward.

6.3. 802.21’s optimizations and services can now be seen in the context of these two architectures and proposals to include them can now be made. 

6.4. Both docs will be developed in parallel. Not clear how the meetings will be structured, but the same SAE group will do both.

6.5. Not clear if both architectures will fulfill all the needs. Not sure how an operator will choose what to implement.

6.6. Apparently there were roughly 50 for B 37 for A.

6.7. There is a 3GPP meeting conflicting with IEEE London. 

7. FMCA status update – Vivek Gupta

7.1. Meeting in San Francisco, large number of companies

7.2. 802.21 was discussed in context of handover planning

7.3. Dallas meeting minutes reflect the joint FMCA meeting. Will split those out separately and post them to reflector and send to FMCA.

7.4. May have more discussions in January meeting with London – local FMCA people, esp. from BT.

7.5. Next FMCA meeting is toward end of January. 

8. Any other business

8.1. Does 802.1av group have a liaison with 802.21? Chair Michael Teener. Intel has Kevin Stanton also attending. Comment this is relevant. 
8.2. March plenary 802.21 will present 802.1 and 802.3 a tutorial/presentation. 

8.3. There is .16m approved, for IMT-Advanced. 802.21 will act as handover and interworking technology for this. 802.21 will have a fairly big role. There will be meetings before the .16 Korean meeting. We could use an overview presentation of what IMT-Advanced is.

8.4. We will have discussion of extending activities of 802.21 and adjusting the PAR too. 

8.5. SDR Forum requested we should meet, discuss possibilities of working together. Another group, P1900.4 also approved, dealing with distributed radio resource management, will come to London. 

8.6. Thanks to Nada for presenting on 802.21 at GlobeCom. Will have simulation demo of 802.21.
