6.1.4.1.1 Registree State Diagram Description

The initial state is MIH-UNREGISTERED state. Since  the registration process of an MIHF entity is optional, it may stay in the initial state if  the MIHF entity does not register with a remote MIHF entity,. It may still communicate with that remote entity by sending MIH messages for services that don’t require registration.

While being in the MIH-UNREGISTERED state, the MIHF entity might initiate the MIH registration procedure. After successfully registering with a peer MIHF, the MIHF entity transits to the MIH-REGISTERED state. At this state, the registree might re-register to request the registrar to extend the registration life time.  If the re-registration is successful and the registration life time is greater than zero, the registree stays in the MIH-REGISTERED state. If the returned registration life time is zero, the registration is terminated and the registree transits to the MIH-UNREGISTERED state.
If deregistration procedure is performed successfully, the registree transits from the Registree MIH-REGISTERED state, to the Registree MIH-UNREGISTERED state. If the registration time expires, the registree transits to the MIH-UNREGISTERED state as well. 
1.1.1.1 Registrar State Diagram Description

The initial state is the MIH-UNREGISTERED state. If the registrar receives a MIH registration message and the registration is successfully processed, it transits to the MIH-REGISTERED state. If the registrar gets a re-registration message to extend the registration time, and re-registration is successful, the registrar stays in the MIH_REGISTERED state. If re-registration fails and the registrar terminates the registration, it transits to the MIH-UNREGISTERED state.

If the registrar recieves a deregistration request from the registered MIHF entity, it transits to the MIH-UNREGISTERED state. If the registrar is in the MIH-REGISTERED state, and the registration time expires, it transits to the MIH-UNREGISTERED state.
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
