2. The following comments were discussed: 

2.1. Comments 138,139,140,143. These are resolved by submission 21-07-0068-01. 
2.2. Comment 144: Proposed to add another link scan primitive. All existing MACs will have their own distinct link SCAN request primitive. We cannot abstract the scan parameters for remote use. Discussion that MIH_SCAN is more of a trigger, doesn’t provide link SAP configuration that is needed. There isn’t a 1:1 mapping between MIH SAP and link SAP primitives, e.g. command services don’t create a table. Should the MIH SCAN be limited to MN or be available for network too? Consensus seems to use MN vs. N2N naming limited to commands that require it. Don’t see a need for a network SCAN command.
2.3. Comment 147,148 about configuring thresholds, Table 28. Consensus around accepting the proposed remedies for these. 
2.4. Comment 152: Generally accept the need to indicate which of the three types of threshold were crossed.
2.5. Comment 176: Comment that the text here that talks about intra-technology might raise objection from some reviewers. Comment defending that intra-technology handovers need to be reported through MIH to the MME as part of the larger job of managing inter-tech handovers as well as inter-ESS. Comment that the imminent vs the complete are two different primitives and don’t contradict. Accepted that revised text is needed to clarify what the corresponding MIH primitives.
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
