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1. Issue on MIH Protocol Version field

Original Comment: “Version field is not useful unless the specification completely specifies how MIHFs can negotiate on a single version.”
The comment was rejected because “This field allows implementations to recognize different versions.”
However, still there is an issue as to what an MIH node should process an MIH message with an unsupported version.

· Currently there is only one version. However, higher versions of this protocol may be defined in a future, which can result an implementation based on the current version receiving an MIH message with a higher version. An appropriate behavior when receiving an MIH message with a different version needs to be described in the current specification.

· Guidance is missing as to which case a new version should be used.

2. Suggested Text
Change the Description column of Version field in Table 15 as follows:
“

This field is used to specify the version of MIH protocol used.

0: Not to be used

1: The current version

2 - 15: (Reserved)
The version number will be incremented only when a fundamental incompatibility exists between a new revision and the prior edition of the standard. An MIH node that receives an MIH message with a higher version number than it supports will discard the frame without indication to the sending MIH node.
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
